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LABEL INFORMATION FOR ALL SELLERS

Please see the sample labels above. Would it be possible for all sellers to put their seller number
in the upper right hand corner, #1; your name and phone number bottom left hand corner, #2; the
name and description of the tuber, and height if you know it, #3; and the price in the lower right
hand corner, #4. It is not mandatory to put a picture on your label. Having something distinctive
on the label or using an outstanding color makes it easier for sorting at check out and pick up at
the end of the sale. Please attach your labels to the outside of the bags.
